To those who are called, who are beloved in God the Almighty and kept 

safe in Jesus Christ: May mercy, peace, and love be yours in abundance.  

Over the past four to five weeks we as a Christian community, together 

with countless other Christian communities around the world, have been 

on the Christian journey we call Lent. Last month in my letter to you all 

I talked about how the whole point of this journey is to walk with God, 

and we looked at what it means to truly walk with God. In preparing this 

month’s letter to you all, I began to think, what happens when the 

journey ends? What happens when the resurrection celebration of Easter 

rolls around and this Lenten journey is over for another year? Does this 

mean that we are no longer walking with God? 

For many Christians who undertake a Lenten journey, or a fast if you 

will, once the season of Lent is over they go right back into indulging in 

whatever it was that they had decided to give up. The journey is now 

over so there is no need to continue to deny oneself from that which they 

enjoy. But this mind set misses the point of what the Lenten journey is 

all about; what it was that you were trying to accomplish, that is drawing 

closer to God and God’s will for your life. This is a mindset that puts 

God into a box of human construction and understanding. It is as if to 

say that walking with God can and should only be done within the 

confines of the forty plus days that take place between Ash Wednesday 

and Easter Sunday. It is as if the people who hold on to this mindset are 

saying that God only exists in a particular time and place, instead of 

believing in the God who is present in all times and in all places.  

In the book of Genesis we are told a story of one of God’s faithful 

followers that too needed to be reminded that God is in fact in all places 

and present at all times. In chapters twenty-seven and twenty-eight of 

Genesis we hear the tale of Jacob and his brother Esau; specifically how 

the younger brother, Jacob, stole the birthright from the older brother, 

Esau, a blessing that is supposed to go to the eldest son of a family. 

Jacob, by influence of his mother Rebekah, forgot that God’s promise of 

prosperity given to his father would also include him, even though he 

wasn’t the oldest son. He forgot that God was present and always would 

be present with him on his journey through life. After Jacob deceives his 

father, stealing his brother’s birthright, Jacob then has to flee his family 

out of fear for his life as Esau threatened to kill Jacob for what he had 



 

 

done. What happens next in the story, however, is what is truly 

remarkable. While Jacob is running away to seek refuge with distant 

relatives, he stops for the night and has a remarkable dream/vision; what 

we have come to know as Jacob’s Ladder. Now, while the dream/vision 

is something remarkable, what makes this account truly remarkable is the 

message God has for Jacob in the dream. God tells Jacob, “Know that I 

am with you and will keep you wherever you go, and will bring you back 

to this land; for I will not leave you until I have done what I have 

promised you.” Upon waking from this dream Jacob realizes what he 

forgot back when he was with his family and has a change of heart; a 

change of perspective and says, “Surely the Lord is in this place—and I 

did not know it!” Jacob finally realized that God had promised his father, 

and him as well, that God would always be with them and always take 

care of them; God would be present in all times and in all places, no 

matter where the journey of life would take them, no matter how they 

would even at times screw up on that journey.  

My friends, we too have the tendency to forget that God is with us in all 

places and in all times as well. We have the tendency to forget that our 

journey, our walk with God, never really ends. Through our baptisms we 

are given a promise, and that promise is renewed every time we come to 

the Lord’s Table; we are given the promise that God is walking with us 

on our journeys. A promise that God is beside us, in front of us, behind 

us, and is even flowing through us. As we approach the end of our 

Lenten journeys, whatever they may have been, let us not forget that 

even though Lent may end with the Easter celebration of the resurrection, 

our journeys with God never end.
